Peter stressed the importance of networking,
making the first contact and introduced the
audience about the different areas of work
in the industry like sales, marketing, business
development and product development.

The Forum this year had 85 poster presentations,
in comparison to last year’s 27, indicating the
growing interest in this event.At the conclusion,
a total of 8 trainees were presented with poster
awards while they all were also asked to present
their work in special sessions. Additionally,
an abstract was also chosen for its ‘ease of
readability’ by the representative of the Heart
and Strike Foundation of Canada. CSATVB, as
well as a number of other related nation-wide
organizations, supported this Forum. The next
Forum will take place at Brookstreet Hotel in
Ottawa, May 21-23, 2009.

The first International Symposium on
Chylomicrons in Disease (ISCD) was
hosted by the Alberta Institute for Human
Nutrition and the University of Alberta
and held in Lake Louise, Alberta in March
2008.

The meeting was organized by Dr.
Spencer Proctor and his colleagues of the
Alberta Institute for Human Nutrition, at
the University of Alberta, and focused on
the complex mechanism of chylomicron
synthesis and the metabolic pathways
following secretion.

Although the metabolism of chylomicrons
and their remnants has been a topic
of interest for many years, there are
many questions remaining. The precise
mechanism of chylomicron assembly
and secretion by the small intestine has
not yet been clarified, plasma levels of
chylomicrons and their remnants are less
easily modified by drugs like statins than
LDL-C although lifestyle interventions
and dietary modulation appear to be
effective in certain circumstances. These
were some of the topics addressed at the
meeting.

The theme for this symposium was to
‘Foster Frontiers’; thus the format was
one of collegiality and open discussion,
it recognized educational/professional
training, and these objectives were
successfully achieved. A considerable
number of basic and clinical researchers
participated in the meeting, including Dr.
Trevor Redgrave, from Perth, Australia,
who delivered the 4" Donald Zilversmit
lecture. As well, young researchers
presented their data and were encouraged
to interact with the senior scientists.
